3. At least one Life and Physical Sciences course must include a lab component. 
4. Select a course from the Component Area Option of the Core Curriculum Course List. 
5. Not all Degree Requirement courses are completed with the AA. Students will need to complete these remaining lower-level courses at the community college. Please consult a TAMUCT 

financial aid counselor regarding the consortium agreement process.
