COURSE INFORMATION
Course Overview and Description

This course introduces computer programming and problem solving in a structured program
logic environment. Study the logic of decision-making, nested looping, multidimensional arrays,
implementation of the structure theorem and Boolean algebra. Utilize structured flowcharts,
structured pseudocode, hierarchy charts and decision tables, in order to document logical
problem solutions. The course focuses on business problem solving and does not count as a
programming language. No prior programming experience is necessary.

* Demonstrate an understanding of pseudocode by designing applications requiring the use of
variables, conditional statements, loops, and files.

Homework: There will be 12 homework assignments to be completed in the A&M-Central Texas
Canvas Learning Management System. Each homework assignment includes five (5) practical
application programming questions (save Homework #11 which has three (3) questions). The
homework assignments are not timed. Each homework assignment includes one (1) attempt. Each
homework is worth a maximum of 15 points each for a maximum total of 180 points.
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Group Programming Exercises: There will be four (4) group programming exercises to be
completed in the A&M-Central Texas Canvas Learning Management System. The programming
exercises include one (1) attempt, are not timed, and contain four (4) questions each. Each group
programming exercise is worth a maximum of 32.5 points each for a maximum total of 130 points.
