Study theory and applications of commonly used computer data structures, files, file 
organization and access methods, databases, and other storage and retrieval methods. 
Prerequisite(s): CIS 3340or CIS 3341 or CIS 3342 or CIS 3343 or concurrent enrollment or 
permission of department chair.

1. Assess how the choice of data structures and algorithm design methods impacts the 
performance of programs. 

2. Choose the appropriate data structure and algorithm design method for a specified 
application. 

3. Write programs using object-oriented design principles. 
4. Solve problems using data structures such as linear lists, stacks, queues, hash tables, 

binary trees, heaps, binary search trees, and graphs and writing programs for these 
solutions.
