The student is expected to attend each and every meeting of this ensemble. An absence will be recorded if the student misses more
than 15 minutes of the meeting time unless prior arrangements are made. Two lates will result in one absence. In case of a student’s
absence, the policy will be as follows:

1. One unexcused absence will result in the student’s semester grade being lowered
toaB.

1. Two unexcused absences will result in the student’s semester grade being lowered to a C.

2. Four unexcused absences will result in the student being dropped from the class automatically.

3. If the student has an unexcused absence from any performance, he/she will automatically receive an F for the semester and
will not be allowed to attend rehearsals or to perform with the ensemble again.

4. If the teacher deems a student’s behavior not acceptable for class, the student will be asked to leave and will receive a 0
for that day’s grade. To return to class a student will set up a conference with the teacher in his office before being allowed to
return.
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5. In addition to our concert performances, all registered students are expected to participate in the graduation
performance at the end of the spring semester when applicable.
