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Course Description and Objectives:  
 
Students will select a research topic and develop and demonstrate interdisciplinary 
research, writing, and presentation skills.  Students will integrate and use fundamental 

concepts learned in previous courses within the students' degree concentrations. 

 

Mode of Instruction and Course Access:  
 

This course is 100% online (no face-to-face meetings) and uses the A&M-Central Texas 
Canvas Learning Management System https://tamuct.instructure.com.

1. Demonstrate factual knowledge and an understanding of fundamental theories: Students 
will research and explain the interdisciplinary nature of their selected topic.  

 

2. Analyze and critically evaluate ideas, arguments, and points of view: Students will 
examine and apply the appropriate interdisciplinary theories and methodologies to their 
research topic. Students will also integrate and analyze works from other scholars 
pertaining to their research topic.  

  

3. Apply course material to improve thinking, problem solving, and decision making: 
Students will apply course material to improve thinking and decision making by 
constructing and analyzing interdisciplinary methodology, and drawing conclusions from 
studied work.

4. Demonstrate specific skills, competencies, and points of view needed by professionals in 
the field most closely related to this course: As interdisciplinary scholars, students will 
evaluate and critically review of the work of other scholars and develop personal 
methodologies of interdisciplinary research. 

  

5. Demonstrate skill in expressing themselves orally and in writing: Consistent with a 
degree capstone course, students will develop skills in written and oral communication 
including a research paper and presentation of research. 

  

6. Use required resources and find additional scholarly resources for answering questions 
or solving problems: Students will engage in independent research of their selected topic 
utilizing books, journal articles, and other resources.

Grading Policy 
 
The final average will be calculated based on the number of points received out of a total of 
700. The following point ranges correspond to the final grade for the course: 630 and 
above = A; 560-629 = B; 490-559 = C; 420-489 = D; below 420 = F. (On the percentage 
scale: A = 90-100%; B = 80-89%; C = 70-79%; D = 60-69%; F = 0-59 %.). Students will be 
graded and earn points for:  
 
RESPONSE/REFLECTION PAPERS: Students will create 6 short essays in response to 
specific questions and topics as provided by the professor. Response papers will be 
assessed on a pass/fail basis. Each paper is worth 25 points, for a total of 150 points 
 
TOPIC PROPOSAL: Students will compose and submit a formal research proposal outlining 
their research topic. The topic proposal is worth 50 points and 10% of the course grade. 
 
ANNOTATED BIBLIOGRAPHY: Students will create an annotated bibliography containing 
short summaries of their research material. The annotated bibliography is worth 100 
points and 20% of the course grade. 
 
OUTLINE: Students will submit an outline of their research paper. The research outline is 
worth 50 points and 10% of the course grade. 
 
RESEARCH PAPER: Students will write a research paper of approximately 6000 words 
(~20 pages) not including notes, front matter, or bibliography. The paper will conform to 



Turabian style formatting and documentation. The paper is worth 250 points and 40% of 
the course grade 
 
FORMAL PRESENTATION: Students will present their research and findings through 
creation of a formal presentation. The presentation is worth 100 points and 20% of the 
course grade.  
 
LATE WORK: Late work will be accepted at a penalty of 10% of the assignment grade for 
each day past the due date. Make-up assignments will be given on a case-by-case basis and 
only for documented reasons such as hospitalization/illness, incarceration, military service 
etc. Students are responsible for securing all necessary documentation for consideration 
when asking for a makeup. 
 
INCOMPLETES: Incomplete grades are reserved for extraordinary circumstances such as 
hospitalization, incarceration, deployment etc. that arise after the university drop date and 
which prevent the student from completing any outstanding course work. Inability to 
complete assigned work for whatever reason before the drop date should be handled via 
dropping the course. Decisions to allow an incomplete are made at the sole discretion of 
the professor. 
 
FEEDBACK: As all written assignments will be submitted electronically, feedback on papers 
will also be delivered electronically. Many of the assignments in the class will be assessed 
according to rubrics that you will be able to view prior to submission. It is strongly 
encouraged that you review these rubrics before beginning or submitting your work. 
 
POSTING OF GRADES: All grades will be posted on Canvas in the “Grades” section. 
Turnaround times on grades will vary by assignment based on assignment length and 
complexity. In general, grades will be available with 7-10 of the assignment due dates (or 
submission date in the case of late assignments). 
 

 
Withdrawals/Drop Date:  

 

It is the responsibility of the student to initiate a drop through the Records Office if they 
discover the need to do so.
