Explore preferred operating systems representing various hardware environments. Special 
emphasis on related software issues, programming capabilities, and job control languages. 
Prerequisite(s): CIS 3303 or permission of department chair.

• Discuss the requirements and methods for process control including multiprocessing, 

multithreading, and concurrency  
• Identify the requirements of memory management including allocation, paging, garbage

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COURSE REQUIREMENTS 

Course Requirements: (include point values for each- not just a percentage) 

Examinations: There will be two major exams, one midterm and one final exam. The exams will 
be timed. Each is worth 15 points.  

Quizzes: There will be 5 take-home quizzes. Each quiz will be worth 4 points. Quizzes are 
typically available on Canvas for 1 week. Each quiz is timed.  

Assignments: There will be 5 take-home assignments. Each assignment will be worth 8 points. 
Assignments will typically be available on Canvas for 2 weeks. Multiple submissions are typically 
allowed. If an assignment has multiple files, you will be required to “zip” the files prior to 
submission via Canvas.  

Term Paper: There will be one term paper worth 10 points. The paper must be a comparative analysis 
of the UNIX and the Windows operating systems. Your paper should include process management, 
memory management, I/O management, and file management. An automatic 10% will be deducted for 
using Wikipedia or the class text as a reference. This paper should be 1500 to 2000 words long.
