Course Overview and description 
Designed to give participants a challenging, stylized choral experience.  Performs a 
variety of literature, emphasizing the more difficult choral works.  Presents concerts.  
Open to any student by audition. 

 
Student Learning Outcomes 

By the completion of this course, the student will demonstrate: 
1. An awareness of rehearsal procedure. 
2. Vocal competence of his/her choral part.  
3. An awareness of good choral sound and technique 
4. Understanding of musical terms, forms, phrasing, historical practices, and styles. 

 
 
Required Reading and Textbook(s) 

 
All sheet music will be provided for the student to borrow.  Sheet music must be 
returned at the conclusion of the semester. 

Pencils should be used during every rehearsal for markings of breath, dynamics, 
phrasing, and other stylistic symbols to provide accurate interpretation of the music.  

Black 1” Binder should be used to store music and will be used in performance.  Please 
make sure your name is inside your binder.  

Each student will need a uniform for performances this semester.  More information will 
be provided as available. 

 

COURSE REQUIREMENTS 

Attendance and participation in all scheduled rehearsals is mandatory and is the central 
requirement for the course.  Up to 2 absences or days of non-participation will be permitted for 
any reason. After 2 absences or days of non-participation, the student’s grade will be docked at 
one letter grade per absence.  More than 5 absences or days of non-participation will result in 
an F for the course.  If illness prevents you from attending in-person, please email Dr. Baker 
about remote participation in rehearsal. 

Absence at Dress Rehearsal will result in not being able to perform on the concert, which will 
count as 2 absences.  In the event of serious illness with Doctor’s Note, the instructor may grant 
an incomplete for the course, with the ability to make up the concert by singing all music solo

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Drop Policy 

If you discover that you need to drop this class, you must complete the Drop Request Dynamic 
Form through Warrior Web.
