This course serves as an introduction and examination of solo vocal literature from the standard
art song repertory covering the Baroque Period through the early 21% century. Primary composers
and their works will be studied in the Italian, German, French, and American/British styles.

1. Course Objectives. Acquaint students with solo repertoire from various time periods
by significant composers and poets with the associated styles and languages for
performance practice and teaching purposes.

2. Provide students with skills for detailed analysis of works including text- music
relationships, style comparisons, and interpretive expectations.

3. Enhance students’ working knowledge of appropriate repertoire for various voice types,
ages, and skill levels.

1. Readings and detailed written stylesheet responses along with class discussion covering

2. Preparing and presenting 3 slide presentations. Each covering a composer and specific
song selections.

3 . Listening quiz and test at the end of each section: German, French, and American/British
songs. Tests will cover knowledge of terms, titles, composers, poets, and other

information specific to each section.
